Advocate’s Report: Simona Haqq

1) The new Human rights Director is Deborah Lockhart. She took the place of Margaret Walsh.
2) All reports are due to the board two weeks prior to the LHRC meeting.
3) Send in yearly restraint and seclusion forms to Mary Clair O’Hare by January 15, 2015. 
4) Make sure you are using the new quarterly and annual reports. They were sent out through email and are not available online right now.
5) Our next meeting will be the 1st quarterly meeting and we will be reporting on the 4th quarter (10/1/14-12/31/14) and also the yearly report.
6) There is currently one vacancy on the LHRC board. If this position is vacant for a year, then our committee will be out of compliance. Please send applications for interviews.
7) Make sure your agency has a cooperative agreement on file. The cooperative agreement is required to represent and present for your agency.

Serenity C&C added four more homes. Six homes were discussed at the August 20th meeting but the information had not been received. Serenity C&C submitted a letter and a list of sponsored residential homes for which they are seeking affiliation under their approved Human Rights policies and procedures. Serenity C&C affiliation for the new locations listed above were approved.

The New YCAPP requested to re-start their Intensive In-home and Mental Health Skill Building Services. Changes were recommended along with a request for additional documentation. Based on the requested submission of documentation, Ms. Fuentes moved that IIH and MHSS be approved with noted recommendations and stated corrections and sent to the Office of Human Rights within two weeks. It was seconded by Pearlie Carrington.  Motion passed.

· Boney Community Residential Care Services –received a visit from licensing & must get renewal which was submitted & accepted. Corrective actions consisted of environmental issues; no for all categories
· Caring Family Homes –received a visit from licensing; reduction from 6 to 4 beds for clients. Four non-found cases and will go into closed session.
· Charis –visit from licensing; no allegations in all categories
· Extended Love –site visit from licensing and four tasks need to be completed prior to receiving licensing. Two of the four tasks have been completed.
· Family and Adolescent Services –no to all categories
· H&L Homes –absent
· Higher Heights RSC LLC –no allegations in all categories; experienced difficulty with the CHRIS system
· New Directions –experienced difficulty with the CHRIS system; no to all categories
· People Too LLC –no abuse or complaints 
· Serenity C&C –needs to submit the cooperative agreement; no allegations but need to go into closed session
· The New YCAPP –requested to reinstatement of IIH & MHSS; no allegations of abuse or complaints

Recommendations from Executive session – Caring Family Home: bed need to be placed back into the room to give the client the option of the bed or chair. Advocate will conduct a visit & provide an update at the next meeting.
