CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 2:00 pm.
Those in attendance made introductions.    

MINUTES
A motion to approve the minutes from the February 2, 2015 meeting as e-mailed and mailed was made by William Quarles and seconded by Gayl Brunk . The motion carried with a unanimous approval by the committee members present.

AFFILIATION REQUEST
Heather Corbin of PVI presented a request to the HR LHRC for an approval of an additional bed to an existing licensed 4 bed residential site (Yoder House). Mark Seymour recommended the approval. William Quarles motioned for an approval, Gayl Brunk seconded the approval. The motion carried with a unanimous approval by the committee members present.

ANNUAL PROGRAM REPORTS
Fair Haven Residential Services (FHRS): 2014 Annual Report was presented by John Humphreys. FHRS provides group home placements for congregate residential support services to adult individuals with intellectual and other disabilities. FHRS is licensed for 8 individuals and is currently serving 7 individuals. No program changes were reported. Human Rights training is conducted during orientation and annually to all staff. One informal Human Rights complaint and four medication errors were reported during the year.  

Harrisonburg Treatment Center: Liam Sullivan provided the Annual Report. Harrisonburg Treatment Center, a methadone and suboxone outpatient clinic, opened for business in February 2015. Since the clinic has only been opened for a couple of months, Liam Sullivan provided an update on the program, reporting they are now serving a total of 70 individuals. Adding that additional counselors, nurses and physician are being hired to support the growing census being served.
 
Public Comments:
No public comments presented.




ADVOCATE REPORT
Mark Seymour reported there are future plans to consolidate the existing 78  Local Human Rights Committees into fewer  Regional Human Rights Committees that will serve larger areas. He also reported the DBHDS website has recently posted the Human Rights Regulations that have been in effect since 2014, noting the changes are primarily to the Codes referenced in the document.
Mr. Seymour also presented key elements of the recent DBHDS Newsletter, “All In” , highlighting the progress and projected dates of the Training Center closures across the state from five centers down to one. South Eastern Training Center will eventually be the only training center that remains open with 75 beds.  

OTHER BUSINESS /AFFILIATE COMMENTS.
John Humphrey’s of FHRS expressed his concerns of the proposed rate changes for Congregate Residential services and the emphasis to have individuals with ID employed or receiving Day Support; wondering if the Individuals’ rights to choose to work or not is being taken into consideration with these changes.

Heather Corbin presented 2 Behavioral Plans without the use PHI to the Committee Members. These two plans had been presented in detail a year ago and approved by the committee. They were being reviewed today for continued approval. The plans consist of the use of a Seat Belt guard for one individual and the use of Child Safety Locks for another. In each case, the plan has been developed to increase safety for the individual. Sarah Albrecht motioned to approve the plans for another year. William Quarles seconded the motion. The motion carried with a unanimous approval by the committee members present.
