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Advocate Report: 

Reginald Daye reminded providers of completion of 2014 quarterly and annual reports.  Those providers not yet licensed will not have access to Delta, but will still report on the status of their status in the licensing process during the meetings. They should use the updated report forms.  Human Rights and the LHRC will not accept old forms so if they were submitted, they will need to be resubmitted with correct form.  Mail corrections to Mr. Daye, the committee members and support liaison.  As a reminder, please note that all quarterly reports should be sent to Mr. Daye, and committee members via mail (not certified just regular) prior to each quarterly meeting.  No faxes are to be sent to Mr. Daye since he does not have clerical support to remove them from the machine.  

Providers were reminded that the Annual Seclusion reports should have been faxed by January 15, 2015- even if no seclusions or restraints.  (Restraints include personal restraints/holds).

Currently there are no vacancies on this committee.  It should be noted that Ms. Shenita Brown and Ms. Cheryl Jones second term on the LHRC ends on June 30, 2015. (They cannot be reappointed.) The provider affiliates should begin the recruitment process now to find replacements. The LHRC will need to fill one of the positions with a healthcare provider. The other position can be filled with a family member or someone with a professional interest. Providers were reminded that the candidates have to be interviewed by the committee and recommended to the State for final approval.  
Providers were reminded if they are sending new representatives to meetings, a Cooperative Agreement, must first be signed by the program director/ owner and sent to Mr. Daye and committee chair Cheryl Jones for signatures.  Bring the original to the next scheduled meeting to ensure signatures are obtained.

2. Milestone- 4th qtr- 38 clients served o cases of allegations of abuse neglect, 0 pending, no sanctions, currently licensed.  Milestone has a name change will now be Milestone Health Solutions.  Advised by Mr. Daye to send copy of whatever was sent to their licensing agent, revised copy of HR polices with name change indicated along with last 2 pages of cooperative agreement for new contact to attend meetings.

3. DSFAP- - 4th qtr- 23 served, Annual 33 served.  Qtr. 0 allegations, Annual 9 allegations, 4 abuse 1 still pending to be discussed in closed hearing.  No changes to program.   Currently licensed.  Gail Schreiner, Licensing Specialist.  Will be sending Yvette Disnew as the new representative for LHRC meetings.

4. Elam House-    o population.  Elam House is licensed on 11-13-14.  Licensing agent Barry Lee.  No clients since January 2014.

5. FAM MATT-   4th qtr- 19 clients.  Barry Lee licensing agent.  Annual 21 clients.  3 allegations of abuse pending.  Report in CHRIS system incorrect showing 16 allegations of abuse.  Victory Whitaker out of town will look into incorrect allegations on Monday, January 19, 2015.  Will continue to provide annual/quarterly staff trainings. 

6. Nurturing Hearts- Not currently licensed.    In phase 3- policies being reviewed, revisions being made.
