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Ms. Wyatt called the regular meeting of the Middle Peninsula-Northern Neck Local Human Rights Committee to order at 1:00 p.m. on July 28, 2014 at SOLA, Inc., The Valley, in North, Virginia.  Board members in attendance were Robin Wyatt, Kathy Powell, Carl Gerster, and Donna Cairns.  Agency representatives included:  Kenny Mickens and David Torrence – Adjust to Life Behavioral Services, Brian Clemmons – Bridges, Travis Alley – Brothers’ Keeper, Matt Jaeger – Dragon Flyte Enterprises,  Jordan Luck – Eastern Virginia Adult Care, Alwakco Sumler – Empowering Youth for Positive Change, Tina Stephenson – Heart Havens, Diona Sheffield – Middle Peninsula Adult Care, Joanne Brown and Chuck Walsh – Middle Peninsula Northern Neck Community Services Board, Anne Allen and  Gwyn Limber – New Day Counseling Services, Bill Williams – Pathways Counseling Services, Patrizia Nesbitt, Stephanie Nesbitt, and Amy Morgan – SOLA, Inc., Rick Briggs - The Brambles, and Lanette Wood – Wall Residences.  Also in attendance were Timothy Jones, Human Rights Advocate and Gail Slaughter, Administrative Support.

Minutes – Ms. Wyatt noted that in the minutes from the April 28, 2014 meeting, the year listed for each of the upcoming meetings was incorrect.  It should be July 28, 2014 and October 27, 2014 (not 2013), and January 26, 2015 and April 27, 2015 (not 2014).  Dr. Cairns moved approval of the April 28, 2014 minutes with the corrections as stated, and the May 14, 2014 minutes.  Mr. Gerster seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Public Comment -  Adjust to Life Behavioral Services requested to be added to the agenda for a new service location.  Mr. Jones added Freedom of Information Act training.

Program Presentation – Ms. Morgan, a nurse with SOLA, Inc., gave an overview of their programs.  SOLA, which was founded in 2012, operates three homes.  They currently have 24 residents.

New Business 

Ms. Wyatt requested that all the affiliates put the appropriate postage on the materials that they mail to her and the other members.  She will not accept any more postage due packages.

Dragon Flyte Enterprises requested affiliation for a residential group home in Topping for four individuals. Mr. Jones said that the Committee would need to review and approve their program rules and behavior management policies.  Revisions were noted that needed to be made to the program’s Human Rights Policy. After discussion, Dr. Cairns moved approval of granting Dragon Flyte Enterprises affiliation for a residential group home.  Ms. Powell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  The program rules and behavior management policies could be voted on at the next meeting, after the revisions have been made.

Mr. Briggs reported that The Brambles would be building a new home.

Adjust to Life Behavioral Services is seeking affiliation for intensive in home services.  They will serve individuals from 4 – 18 years of age who have a psychiatric diagnosis and are at risk of being placed out of their home.   The site address for this service is 999 Waterside Drive, Norfolk, Virginia.  Mr. Jones said that they will need to revise their policies.   Dr. Cairns moved approval of granting affiliation to Adjust to Life Behavioral Services for intensive in home services at this location.  Mr. Gerster seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Middle Peninsula Adult Care requested affiliation.  Committee members did not receive their policies, procedures, or the letter from Ms. Walsh.  This request can be addressed at the next meeting in October, if the Committee  receives the necessary information.

Event Report Statistics

Bridges of RGH – Mr. Clemmons presented the quarterly report for Bridges.  There were 92 individuals served in the inpatient program and 90 served in the outpatient program.

Heart Havens - Ms. Stephenson presented the quarterly report for Heart Havens.  Nine individuals were served this quarter.

Middle Peninsula Northern Neck Community Services Board – Ms. Brown presented the quarterly report for the Middle Peninsula Northern Neck Community Services Board.  There were 2,791 individuals served this quarter.  A temporary licensure modification was granted for thirty seven therapeutic day treatment sites in schools to relocate for the summer to other licensed program sites and/or community locations.  Also, a service modification was submitted to temporarily close King William II group home in Aylett, Virginia.

SOLA, Inc.  – Ms. Morgan presented the quarterly report for SOLA, Inc.  There were 24 individuals served.  They receive one citation this quarter.  

The Brambles – Mr. Briggs presented the quarterly report for The Brambles.  There were 40 individuals served in their residential program and 48 served in their day support program.

Wall Residences – Ms. Wood presented the quarterly report for Wall Residences.  They served six individuals this quarter.  They will be hosting the January meeting.

Brothers’ Keeper – Mr. Alley presented the quarterly report for Brothers’ Keeper.  They served 30 individuals this quarter.  Mr. Jones said that he needed their CHRIS report.

New Day Counseling – Ms. Allen presented the quarterly report for New Day Counseling.  They served one individual this quarter.

Empowering Youth for Positive Change – Mr. Sumler presented the quarterly report for Empowering Youth.  Twenty three individuals were served this quarter.  Mr. Jones nor the Committee members had received their reports.  Mr. Sumler reported that they had also requested affiliation with the Henrico LHRC.  

Pathways Counseling Services – Mr. Williams presented the quarterly report for Pathways Counseling Services.  Eight individuals were served this quarter.  He said that they were given permission to join Region II.

Adjust to Life Behavioral Services – Mr. Mickens presented the quarterly report for Adjust to Life Behavioral Services.  They served ten individuals this quarter.  They were granted an annual license in April.

Eastern Virginia Adult Care – Mr. Luck presented the quarterly report for Eastern Virginia Adult Care.  Thirty two individuals were served this quarter.

Old Business

There was no old business.

Advocates Report

Mr. Jones reported that July 24th was Ms. Margaret Walsh’s last day as Director of Human Rights.  They will be seeking to fill that position.

Mr. Jones reminded all providers that their reports had to be mailed to him and the Committee members so that they were received two weeks prior to the meeting.  All providers in Region V must mail their CHRIS reports.

Ms. Simona Haqq was hired as the new Advocate to fill the vacancy created when Ms. Zaneveld left the Office of Human Rights.

Mr. Jones asked that if a provider had policies for review, that they be sent to him as soon as possible, and at least two weeks prior to the LHRC meeting.


Executive Session

On the motion of Ms. Powell seconded by Dr. Cairns, the LHRC voted to go into Executive Session pursuant to VA Code 2.2-3711 (A) 4, for the protection of the privacy of individuals in personal matters not related to public business, namely for the purpose of hearing from the Middle Peninsula Northern Neck Community Services Board, Bridges of RGH, SOLA, Inc. and The Brambles, for the review of patient information pursuant to the regulations.

Dr. Cairns moved that the Committee return to open session.  Ms. Powell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  Each member of the Committee certified to the best of their knowledge, only private business matters lawfully exempted from statutory open meeting requirements and only private business matters identified in the motion to convene the executive session were discussed in executive session.

The Committee asked that Bridges of RGH look at establishing procedures to verify patient medication information provided verbally by the patient.

The Committee asked that the Middle Peninsula Northern Neck Community Services Board remind staff of the protocol and policies to be followed when home visits are done – that the cell phone is to be maintained on staff, vehicle keys are to stay with the driver, and no individual is to be left alone in a vehicle.

Election of Officers

Dr. Cairns moved that the current slate of officers remain in office.  Ms. Powell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Freedom of Information Act Training 

Mr. Jones provided Freedom of Information Act Training for members.

Adjourn 

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
