MIDDLE PENINSULA-NORTHERN NECK
LOCAL HUMAN RIGHTS COMMITTEE
MINUTES OF APRIL 27, 2015


Ms. Wyatt called the regular meeting of the Middle Peninsula-Northern Neck Local Human Rights Committee to order at 1:01 p.m. on April 27, 2015 at the Kilmarnock United Methodist Church, located in Kilmarnock, Virginia.  Board Members in attendance were:  Robin Wyatt, Kathy Powell, Donna  Cairns, and Carl Gerster.  Agency representatives included:  Kenny Mickens – Adjust to Life Behavioral Services, Brian Clemmons – Bridges, Travis Alley – Brothers’ Keeper, Hakima Muhammad and K. Brown – Eastern Virginia Adult Care, Alwakco Sumler and Semaj White – Empowering Youth for Positive Change, Tina Twigg James and Tina Stephenson – Heart Havens, Joanne Brown and Chuck Walsh (Mr. Walsh participated in the Executive Session) – Middle Peninsula Northern Neck Community Services Board, Anne Allen – New Day Counseling, Bill Williams – Pathways Counseling Services, Patrizia Nesbitt,  Stephanie Nesbitt, and April Hogge – SOLA, Inc., Rick Briggs – The Brambles, and  Angela Newman – Wall Residences.  Also in attendance was Simona Haqq from the Office of Human Rights, and Gail Slaughter, Administrative Support.

Approval of Agenda – Ms. Powell moved approval of the agenda as presented.  Mr. Gerster seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Minutes –Mr. Gerster moved approval of the January 26, 2015 minutes.  Ms. Powell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  Mr. Gerster moved approval of the March 19, 2015 minutes.  Ms. Powell seconded the motion which passed unanimously. 

Public Comment – There was no public comment.

Program Presentation – Ms. James gave a presentation on Heart Havens, which began in 1993.  She explained that 4 – 5 individuals live in each of their homes.  The individuals participate in many activities, and the staff helps them participate in activities that give back to the community.

 New Business – 

Election of Officers – Ms. Powell moved that Ms. Wyatt be elected (remain) the Chairperson of the Committee, Mr. Gerster as Vice Chair, and Dr. Cairns as Secretary.  Mr. Gerster seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Meeting Locations – The following providers volunteered to host the upcoming LHRC meetings as stated:

July 27, 2015 – Eastern Virginia Adult Care
October 26, 2015 – The Brambles
January 25, 2016 – Bridges
April 25, 2016 – Wall Residences

SOLA , Inc. is adding a new service to their existing affiliation and is requesting approval of the behavior management policies for the new service.  This information was submitted to Ms. Trestrail, Licensing Specialist.  The Office of Human Rights nor Committee members received the information.  Ms. Haqq explained that in addition to the Licensing Specialist being sent a service modification, the Human Rights Advocate and Committee members must be sent a notification, to include a request to have the new service added to the existing affiliation, a request to be placed on the next LHRC meeting agenda, state the type of service and address of the location, name of the Licensing Specialist, any paperwork required by the LHRC or advocate, and the date the location will be in operation.  Ms. Haqq said that SOLA, Inc. will need to request to be placed on the July meeting agenda.

SOLA, Inc. is requesting  approval of revisions to their existing behavioral management policies for their ID group home/day support program.    This information was only sent to Ms. Haqq.  It also needed to be sent to Committee members.  Ms. Haqq said they will need to submit this information and request to be placed on the July meeting agenda.

Empowering Youth for Positive Change announced that they are adding a new service –outpatient mental health and substance abuse services -to their existing affiliation.  Committee members did receive this information.  There are no policy or program rule changes.  Mr. White said that they had purchased an upstairs suite where these services will be provided.

Mr. Briggs of The Brambles said that they are going to have two new locations under their existing affiliation.  They will submit the appropriate information and request to be placed on the July meeting agenda.

Event Report Statistics – 

Bridges of RGH – Ms. Haqq said that she and the Committee members also needed the fourth quarter and annual report.   Mr. Clemmons said he would send those again.  In the fourth quarter, 77 individuals were served in the inpatient program and 86 in outpatient.  Annually, 347 individuals were served in inpatient and 312 in outpatient.  In the first quarter, there were 74 individuals served in the inpatient program and 48 in outpatient.

Heart Havens – Ms. Stephenson presented the quarterly report data for Heart Havens.  Nine individuals were served.

Middle Peninsula Northern Neck Community Services Board – Ms. Brown presented the quarterly report data for the Middle Peninsula Northern Neck Community Services Board.  There were 2,701 individuals served this quarter.

SOLA, Inc. -  Ms. Hogge presented the quarterly report data for SOLA, Inc. There were 29 individuals served this quarter.  The Office of Human Rights had visited their new home and their Day Support program.  Licensure had visited their new home.  Ms. Haqq said that it would be helpful if they put the date of these visits in their report.  

The Brambles – Mr. Briggs presented the quarterly report data for The Brambles.  

Wall Residences – Ms. Newman presented the quarterly report data for Wall Residences.  There were 10 individuals served in this region.  Ms. Newman said that it was not on the agenda, but Wall Residences was adding two new locations to their existing affiliation – one location was in Gloucester and one was in Dunnsville.  Ms. Wyatt and Ms. Haqq had received information regarding this.   Ms. Haqq asked Ms. Newman to update their letter, listing Mr. Daye as the Regional Advocate and copying her.

Brothers’ Keeper – Mr.  Alley presented the quarterly report data for Brothers’ Keeper.  There were 24 individuals served this quarter.  On February 27th they had a visit from their Licensing Specialist.  Two areas required a corrective action plan.

New Day Counseling – Ms. Allen presented the quarterly report data for New Day Counseling.  Three individuals were served this quarter.

Empowering Youth for Positive Change – Ms. Haqq said that their office could not accept electronic reports – that their reports must be sent by US mail.   Also, the correct reporting form must be used.  They will no longer accept the old form.  Mr. White reported that 32 individuals were served this quarter.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Pathways Counseling Services – Mr. Williams presented the quarterly report data.  There were 15 individuals served this quarter.  Licensure visited them on January 22.  They found documentation that needed to be updated.  They have ordered new approved software.

Adjust to Life Behavioral Services – Mr. Mickens presented the quarterly report data.  There were 16 individuals served this quarter.  On March 19 they were visited by Ms. Trestrail.  They were granted a triennial license.

Eastern Virginia Adult Care – Ms. Muhammad presented the quarterly report data for Eastern Virginia Adult Care.  Ms. Haqq said that they needed to use the new reporting form.

Middle Peninsula Adult Care – They were not in attendance.  

Old Business –

There was no old business.

Advocates Report –

Ms. Haqq thanked the providers for getting their reports in on time.

Two applicants were interviewed on March 19 for the one vacancy on the Committee.  The State Human Rights Committee has approved the appointment of Mr. Omentus A. N. Korlison to the Committee.  His contact information was provided (see Clerical Support). 

Ms. Haqq explained that at the time of the interviews, there was only one vacancy on the Committee to fill, however, as of June 30th a current member will be rotating off the Committee.  The other applicant interviewed on the 19th does not meet the criteria for the upcoming vacancy.  This vacancy will need to be filled by an individual with consumer interest.  Providers can have any interested individuals contact Ms. Haqq.

There is a memo on the Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Services website that explains the process of adding a new service and/or location.

Ms. Haqq reported that there have been problems with the CHRIS system.  Hopefully these issues have been fixed.

Executive Session –

On the motion of Dr. Cairns seconded by Ms. Powell, the LHRC voted to go into Executive Session pursuant to VA Code 2.2-3711 (A) 4, for the protection of the privacy of individuals in personal matters not related to public business, namely for the purpose of hearing from the Middle Peninsula Northern Neck Community Services Board, SOLA, Inc., The Brambles, and Wall Residences for the review of patient information pursuant to the regulations.

Mr. Gerster moved that the Committee return to open session.  Ms. Powell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  Each member of the Committee certified to the best of their knowledge, only private business matters lawfully exempted from statutory open meeting requirements and only private business matters identified in the motion to convene the executive session were discussed in executive session.

Adjourn – There being no further business, the meeting adjourned.
