COMMENTS FROM THE REGIONAL ADVOCATE:  

Mr. Prost, Human Rights Advocate presented the Regional Advocate report for Mr. Daye who had a scheduling conflict. Mr. Prost reiterated that all providers are responsible for generating the proper quarterly reports and the CHRIS reports. The reports and all agenda items must be submitted to the LHRC members and Mr. Daye at least two weeks prior to the scheduled meetings. Mr. Daye has requested that the quarterly reports be mailed to his office and not faxed. Using old reports or forms will not be accepted.  Mr. Prost also restated the need for all providers to have completed the initial trainings as well as having secured the necessary log-ins to be able to access CHRIS consistently.
