Mr. Curseen reminded affiliates that a Serious Incident Report should be submitted into CHRIS anytime an individual requires medical attention.  Mr. Curseen also clarified that if the incident is not considered serious, the incident should be documented in the individual’s personal record and not in CHRIS.
