OHR Advocate’s Report: 

Mr. Jones reported that there would be two committee openings that must be filled as soon as possible.  

CHRIS Reports:  When entering cases make sure you complete everything under the accusation and investigation tabs.  

Accusation Tab:  On peer to peer incidents you will need to put the aggressors name under the accusation. If it’s an allegation against a staff you will need to place the staff members name there.

Investigation Tab:  Fill out everything on the page, some areas were incomplete. Enter name of the investigator, Check all the applicable boxes, State the date client was notified.   

Saving:   Update – go to the bottom of the investigation page under case status, select agrees with director’s decision or action plan then hit save.

Facilities have 10 business days to complete abuse investigations, 5 working days for informal complaints and 10 working days for formal complaints.


Closed Meeting:  At 9:50 am the committee members approved by unanimous affirmative vote a motion by Dr. Eve  , seconded by Ms. Bellmore, to convene in closed session per Virginia Code 2.2-3711 (A)(4): For the Protection of the Privacy of Individuals in Personal Matters not related to public business, namely for the purpose of reviewing complaints under Assurance of Rights, Services, and Abuse and Neglect pursuant to the regulations at Eastern State Hospital and United and Empowered Care.

Open Meeting Reconvened:  The committee reconvened in open meeting at 11:11 am by unanimous vote on a motion by Ms. Bellmore, seconded by Mr. Robert Bellmore, each member certifying that, to the best of each member’s knowledge, only private business matters, lawfully exempted from statutory open meeting requirements and identified in the motion by which the closed meeting was convened, were considered in the closed meeting.
