A motion was made and seconded: That a third home for AJ&T at Exeter Landing be accepted under the Mid-City 
LHRC. Passed  
 
Choice, Inc. (Temp) has surrendered their license and withdrawn from the LHRC. 
 
Report form the Advocate: Mr. Prost noted that the new proposed HR Regulations are available at 
www.dmhmrsas.virginia.gov and that the hearings have been held throughout the state and that there is still 
pending final review. There will also be a seminar in Richmond, possibly in September for LHRC members. He will 
have further information at our next meeting in July.
