Regional Advocate Report
Regional Manager Latoya Wilborne made the announcements:
Quarterly 1 Advocate Report January 1, 2024 – March 31, 2024:

A.) This Region has received a total of 774 reportable incidents within our CHRIS systems. Out of those 774 reportable incidents:
1.) 612 of them were Abuse Allegations and out of those 612 abuse allegations 74 of them were substantiated. 
2.) 162 of them were Complaints and out of those 162 complaints 14 were substantiated. 
3.) Due to the combined 88 substantiated Abuse/ Neglect Allegations and Complaints this region has issued 85 CAPS.

Closed Session 
[bookmark: _Hlk151982238][bookmark: _Hlk167202518]Motion was made by Mariko Branch and seconded by Lavar Reynolds at 12:17pm that the Southeast Alliance LHRC will go into closed session pursuant to VA code 2.2-3711 (A), for the purpose of discussing confidential information lawfully exempt from public disclosure, to complete a review of a restrictive plan for Wall Residences, review 2 next friend requests and a request for a restrictive plan.

Return to Open Session 
[bookmark: _Hlk167202624]The committee reconvened in open session at 1:51p.m. by unanimous vote on a motion by Mrs. Mariko Branch and seconded by Mr. Lavar Reynolds. Each member certified that, to the best of each of their knowledge, only private business matters, lawfully exempted from the statutory open session requirements and identified in the motion by which the closed session was convened, was discussed in the closed session, namely for the purposes to complete a review of a restrictive plan for Wall Residences, review 2 next friend requests and a request for a restrictive plan. 

Recommendation: Motion made by Mariko Branch, seconded by Lavar Reynolds and unanimously approved by the committee members as follows: 
· Wall Residences to provide a 90-day update at the Tuesday August 20, 2024 Southeast Alliance Local Human Rights Committee meeting, to attempt to retry the mat reading and to update the camera policy to include who will have access to the audio and video request.
· LHRC recommends the designation of next friend, Wenday Adams for Individual #1.  
· LHRC recommends not to approve the designation of next friend, Karen Ruffin for Individual #2.   
· Requested additional information from Support Services of Virginia regarding the restriction that was requested. Provider will provide a copy of their Emergency Evaluation Plan to include a fire evaluation plan, a copy of the food schedule and information on how the restrictions would be implemented.
